City of Fairview 

Preliminary steps were taken in incorporate the 
Town of Fairview with the election of the first 
town officers on June 2, 1903.  The first meet-
ing of the Town Board was four days later on 
June 6, 1903 at the Bank of Fairview.  Railroad 
surveyors staked the principal streets and steps 
were taken to legally secure title to the city 
property.   
 
The first Town Marshall was appointed on 
June 17, 1903 with the appointment of Fire 
Wardens following on August 17th.  The first 
bond election in the amount of $50,000 for the 
construction of water works and a sewage sys-
tem was held in September 1907.  The issue 
passed and the modernization of Fairview be-
gan.  The first electric franchise was approved 
in April 1908.  A new Municipal Building, 
Blackledge Auditorium, was dedicated in 
1939.  The building was a WPA project and 
housed the city offices until 1995 when they 
were moved to the current location.  Today the 
City serves approximately 2,700 residents with 
a library, police protection, fire protection,
